	Text44: Mix 3/4 cup baking soda, 1/4 cup salt and 1/4 cup water into a paste. Spread it on and let sit overnight. Remove with spatula and wipe clean.
	Text45: Stove Cleaner:
	Text46: In a spray bottle, mix 2 tablespoons liquid dish soap and 1 tablespoon borax. Apply and let it soak for one hour, then scrub and wipe away.
	Text47: Dishwasher Detergent:
	Text48: Mix together equal parts borax and washing soda. Use extra washing soda if you have hard water.
	Text49: Linoleum, Brick and Wood Cleanser:
	Text50: For linoleum and brick, use 1 cup white vinegar to 1 gallon of water. For wood, use 1 part vegetable oil and 1 part vinegar and rub in well.
	Text51: Tub and Tile Cleaner:
	Text52: For simple cleaning, use baking soda and water. For tougher jobs, use 1/4 cup baking soda, 1/2 cup white vinegar and 5 cups water.
	Text53: Toilet Cleaner:
	Text54: Mix 1/4 cup baking soda and 1 cup vinegar. Scrub with brush and rinse. A mixture of 2 parts borax and 1 part lemon juice also works. 
	Text55: Laundry Detergent Substitute:
	Text56: Stain Remover and Bleach for Laundry:
	Text57: Use bar soap to pre-treat stains and add borax instead of bleach to your laundry.
	Text58: Use 1/3 cup washing soda, 1/2 cup soap powder, 1/2 cup vinegar. Add as machine is filling with water.
	Text59: Fabric Softener:
	Text60: Dampen your hands and shake out clothes as you remove them from the drier. Other options are adding vinegar to the wash or line-drying.
	Text61: Air Freshener:
	Text62: Put baking soda or vinegar with lemon juice in small dishes around the house to absorbs odors. 
	Text63: Furniture Polish:
	Text64: Use 1/2 cup paraffin wax and 1/4 cup vinegar.
	Text65: Waxed Wood Polish:
	Text66: Use mayonnaise on a soft cloth to spot treat most furniture.
	Text67: Floor Polish:
	Text68: Non-wood, floor surfaces can be cleaned with a mixture of vinegar and water. One part lemon juice to two parts olive oil is another alternative.
	Text69: Brass, Silver and Copper Polish:
	Text70: For brass, use Worcestershire sauce. For silver, rub with lemon juice and salt. For copper, rub with vinegar and salt.
	Text71: Disinfectant:
	Text72: Mix together in a spray bottle 1/2 cup ammonia, 1/2 cup white wine vinegar, 1/4 cup baking soda, and 1/2 gallon of water.
	Text73: All-Purpose Cleaner:
	Text74: Mix 2 teaspoons borax, 4 tablespoons vinegar and 3 cups hot water.
	Text75: Drain Cleaner and Window Cleaner:
	Text76: For drain cleaner, use 1/2 cup baking soda and 1/2 cup vinegar. For window cleaner, use one part vinegar to 5 parts water.
	Text77: Paint Stripper:
	Text78: Use hot vinegar.
	Text79: Descaling Kettles, Irons and Shower Heads:
	Text80: Use walnut oil or olive oil with a few drops of lemon juice.
	Text81: Shoe Polish:
	Text82: Use one part vinegar to two parts water. Let the kettle, iron or shower head soak, then rinse with water.
